
Free Coaching for Students belonging to Minorities and Backward  

Objectives of the practice: To help children in honing their skills in sync with the competition 

in present times. To promote the skills, knowledge, capacity building, critical thinking and 

innovative approach of the students by providing them all-round support. 

The context: This particular best practice which has been observed by the college is in tune 

with its mission, i.e. to impart quality education to the students within their means. This adopted 

best practice is proven to be a triumphant endeavor on the part of the college with specific 

focus on the upliftment and expansion of the students who are the backbone any academic 

system. 

The practice: The college runs three separate coaching classes supported by the State 

government which are free classes for the preparation of CTET and TET for minorities, Classes 

for the preparation of UGC-NET for OBC and Classes for preparation of UPSC,BPSC, 

Railways, banking, etc. for OBC. All the classes are run in well equipped multimedia smart 

classes. 

Evidence of success: Many students have enrolled in the coaching and have started their 

preparations for the competitions seriously. 05 of the students have been selected in different 

services. However, it is expected that more positive results would follow with the passing time. 

Problems encountered and resources required: One of the main problems is the morning timing 

of the classes due to which many students have not enrolled. The regular conduction of various 

examination makes it difficult to keep same time table for longer periods. The availability of 

separate classes also remains a problem, however, it is expected to be solved with the 

construction of new classes. 
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Running of Vocational certificate courses 

Objectives of the practice: To help students in understanding the skills needed to be developed in 

order to secure employment in the competitive open market economy 

 

The context: Today is the era of productivity and efficient and in order to survive in the tough 

competition, one needs to improve continuously with time. Keeping this in mind, the college runs 

these courses. 

The Practice: The college runs six certificate courses in Journalism, Library information Science, 

Foreign Trade, Hospitality and catering management, E-commerce and Creative Writing. Some 

more proposals have also been send to university for certificate courses of Yoga, etc. 

Evidence of success: Many students have secured jobs in news agencies and Hotel chains. 

 

Problems encountered and resources required: Lack of classroom and stability in the class timings 

is the major problem. Another problems are the lack of resource person and allocation of funds for 

running the courses.
